Information literacy: progress, trends and chal-
lenges discusses trends in education and psychol-
ogy which have an impact on information literacy.
The authors provide a comprehensive review of and
of the expectations thereof with regard to the rela-
tionship between “education, learning and higher
education; information behavior, emotions, per-
ception and cognition, in a social and individual
context; and finally technologies, virtual environ-
ments and digital information that impact librar-
ies and their services”.

In lieu of outsourcing certain tasks to service
providers with access to countries where labor is
cheap, libraries throughout the world are relying
more and more on groups of internet users, turning
their relationship with users into one that is more
collaborative. After a conceptual chapter about the
consequences of this new economic model on soci-
ety and on libraries, an overview of projects in the
areas of on-demand digitization, participative cor-
rection of OCR especially in the form of games
(gamification) and folksonomy will be presented.
This panorama leads to an overview of crowdsourc-
ing applied to digitization and digital libraries and
analyses in the area of information and communi-
cation sciences.
